Take me out to the ball game is a song composed in 1908 by Albert Von Tilzer,

and the lyrics were written by Jack Norworth, who was a vaudeville performer. The

singer was Edward Meeker.

In the beginning, the two composers had never seen a baseball match. Norworth was

in the subway when he saw an add for a baseball match, and it inspired him to write

the song on a scrap of paper, before giving it to Von Tizler, who composed the music.

A new version of the song was written by Norworth in 1927.

The song tells the story of a woman, Katie, who wants to go to a baseball match for

her date.

This song is composed of  2 verses and 2 choruses (verse 1 – chorus – verse 2 –

chorus),  and  the  music  is  played by  a  wind  band,  composed  of  flutes,  clarinets,

saxophones, trumpets, trombones and percussion.

Take me out to the ball game is now the unofficial anthem of North American

baseball, and it is played during the middle of the 7th inning of a baseball game. Only

the chorus is sung at this moment.
